ROBC SPRING 2010 UPDATE 

Marina and Club Permit Proposal  

RBOC is opposing the State Water Boardôs pro-

posal that every coastal marina and club with 10 

or more slips obtain a permit and spend thousands 

of dollars annually to conduct expensive testing 

and monitoring which would result in an esti-

mated increase in slip fees to boaters of $10 - $20 

a foot per year. The Water Board at press time 

has conditionally offered to pursue a voluntary 

program rather than a formal permit. 

Anti -fouling Surface Alternatives 

RBOC is following the development, identifica-

tion and assessment of alternatives to copper-

based anti-fouling paint as it is occurring in a 

number of venues. RBOC is closely monitoring 

these developments with the guiding principal 

that any mandated use of copper-based alterna-

tives is based upon sound science and findings 

that alternatives are effective, affordable and will 

not exacerbate the proliferation of aquatic inva-

sive species throughout the stateôs waterways. 

Boat Turn-in Program 

RBOC is working with Cal Boating and other 

stakeholders to implement measures which enable 

boaters to turn in their vessels rather than aban-

don them on the waterways.  

Cal Boating 

The Governor has proposed to reduce the Depart-

ment of Boating & Waterways budget from an all 

time low of $76 million last year to $64 million 

due largely and in part to transfers of close to $30 

million to State Parks and another $22 million for 

recreational enhancements at State Water project 

facilities. 

 

Boater Fees & Taxes 

The Governor and legislators have taken an un-

precedented step which allows them to enact fu-

ture increases in the motor vehicle fuel taxes paid 

by Californiaôs recreational boaters by a majority 

vote rather than a 2/3 vote. All the while, transfer-

ring monies slated for programs to benefit boaters 

to shore up the stateôs budget deficit. 

What is RBOC? 

RBOCðRecreational Boaters of Californiaðis 

celebrating its 42nd Anniversary as a statewide 

governmental advocacy organization which since 

1968 has continued its commitment to promoting 

the enjoyment, protection and responsible use of 

our waterways. 

It is led by 19 volunteer boating officers and di-

rectors from all over the state. These directors, 

along with the Desmondôs professional lobbyists 

in the Capitol, work to promote recreational boat-

ersô interests, protect boaters from restrictive or 

adverse laws, and enhance boating opportunities. 

RBOC reviews all proposed regulations and pro-

posed legislation that affect boaters and tries to 

keep the government from taking boatersô tax 

dollars for non-boating reasons.

BOAT ACCIDENT REPORTING 
 

Federal law requires the operator ï or 

owner, if the operator is deceased or unable 

to make the report ï to file a boating acci-

dent report with the State reporting author-

ity when, as a result of an occurrence that 

involves a boat or its equipment: 

¶ A person dies 

¶ A person disappears from the vessel un-

der circumstances that indicate death or in-

jury 

¶ A person is injured and requires medical 

treatment beyond first aid 

¶ Damage to vessels and other property totals 

$2,000 (lower  amounts in some states and  ter-

ritories) or more 

¶ The boat is destroyed. 

You can help the US Coast Guard and its boat-

ing safety partners to save lives by understand-

ing and complying with this requirement.
